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One of the greatest compliments an entertainer can pay another  entertainer is to call 
him an entertainer’s entertainer. Big Red Goad goes beyond that: He’s a truck-driving 
entertainer who entertains truck drivers. And I’m proud to call him my friend.
My name is Dickie Joe Reed. You probably know me best as the lovable part-time 

rodeo clown who acted as the “comic relief” for the Big Red Goad Travelin’ Haystack 
Wagon Revue from 1965-1977. I’d black out my teeth, play washboard, and make funny 
faces while Red sang his “songs of the road.” We didn’t make much money in those 
days, but we had more fun than boll weevils in an underwear factory. As Big Red once 
told me as we headed for a show in Chattanooga, “Dickie-boy, if I had a biscuit for 
every one of my fans, buddy, I’d have a whole lotta biscuits. I’m a simple man who 
sings songs, smokes cigarettes, eats meat, drinks coffee, loves women, and drives 
trucks. Could life be any better?”

When Big Red Goad performs, it’s as if the whole world is driving a truck. His 
affection for the truckin’ life is evident in every note he sings. He always addressed his 
audiences with unmistakable pleasure and directness. He is a singer of unusual range, 

with uncommon taste in his material, and a performer of magnetism and excitement. 
He brings to his songs a wealth of firsthand experience, a funnybone full of humor, 

a heart full of warmth, and a soul overflowing with human emotion. His is the 
lament of the weary; the story of the vagabond; the prayer of a sinner; the 

blessing of friendship; all the joys and sorrows, the loves and lusts that 
have touched all our lives at one time or another.

Big Red Goad is an orphan of the road. He quit high school at age 
16 in order to drive a truck. The story of how he got the name “Big Red” 
is very unpleasant and largely unprintable. Suffice it to say that he’s 
dropped loads all over the USA. 

His singing career didn’t start until long after he had established 
a reputation as one of the fastest coast-to-coast long-haul truckers 
in America. His first single was “Let’s Go Berry-Pickin’” (b/w “Ooh 
Doggy”) for Portland’s Hot Chassis Records in 1965. Tragically, 
all traces of that recording have vanished. Then came a critically 
acclaimed series of 45 RPM singles between 1967 and 1973 on 
Woodpulp Records in Camas, WA. Those were Red’s golden days, 
back before the Horny Lumberjacks broke up. Back before the 
lawsuits and the arrests and the five divorces and the stints in 
rehab, all of which have been exaggerated by a sensationalistic 
tabloid media.

When the trucking industry became desegregated in the late 
1970s, Big Red Goad’s brand of big-rig hillbilly brashness quickly 
fell out of fashion. Until very recently, Big Red has been bitter 
and almost entirely forgotten, living a reclusive existence in 
the tall timber of the Pacific Northwest. He’s been surviving on 
government disability checks since the crippling truck accident 
which led to the amputation of both his legs in 1979.

His landmark 1973 album, Truck-Drivin’ Psycho, has 
recently been re-released on CD by Dicriminate Audio in 
Denver.  The album’s lyrics present a piquant, poignant por-
trait of a picked-on and pushed-around profession, backed 
with a subtle and colorful orchestrating palette. But it’s more 
than fine listening, it’s a fascinating emotional experience. Add 

’em all together, and you have a trucker’s album by a trucker’s 
trucker. How could he miss? If your toe doesn’t tap when you 

listen to that album, then friend, you don’t have one.
This summer, after nearly 30 years since his last live performance, 

Big Red Goad will be touring the country as the supporting act for Hank 
Williams III. And the music world lets out a huge, warm, loud diesel 

blast of appreciation.

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Portland is constantly churning out some of the best bands you’ve never 
heard of. Here in the Rose City, we don’t get much support (in terms of 
labels, radio stations, venues, etc.) for anything other than whiny-ass 

indie rockers and their shitty “bands.” To compensate for this phenomenon, 
it seems that good Portland bands have to take that extra step in order to 
draw attention to their presence. One of the ways that this can be accom-
plished is by giving your band an awesome fucking name, having kick-ass 
songs to back it up, and setting shit on fire while you perform. Ladies and 
gentlemen, meet Pornstore Janitor.

Eight years deep into their recording career, punk-rock legends Pornstore 
Janitor are still kicking Portland in the face. Since the release (and re-release) 
of their four-song La Macana Rock EP, follow-up classics Porn Again (Scooch 
Pooch Records) and Built for Smut (self-release), and the unforgettable single, 
“Rape,” Pornstore Janitor have changed their lineup more than Pigface and the 
Misfits combined. However, Pornstore Janitor has their own Martin Atkins or 
Jerry Only. The staple of the fable, the man in the van, Janitor Jon took time 
away from verbal jizzmopping to share some stories with Exotic. The results 
(scientifically and statistically valid) are presented here:

Statutory Ray: First and foremost, who are we talking to?
********@hotmail.com: I’m Janitor Jon, the front man for Pornstore Janitor. 
SR: “Pornstore Janitor.” Care to expand? 
Janitor Jon: If you’re working as a janitor at the Jizz-Mart, you’re at the bot-
tom.

The time some kid jumped on 
stage and grabbed my sac. The time porn star Bridget the Midget opened 

for us in LA. I 
think the most 
bizarre thing 
that happened in 
Portland was at 
the old Satyricon, 
when a guy in 
a Spiderman 
costume came 
out of nowhere 
and tackled me 
on stage. Most 
memorable 
Portland show 
was at The Tonic. 
Our bass player 
Rob swung around and bashed me in the head with his bass. I stumbled and 
hit the other side of my head on the drum riser. I was bleeding out both sides 
of my forehead until my face was covered in blood, but we didn’t miss a beat 
and finished out the rest of the set. 
SR: Would you like to expand on the ups and downs of having 
(and touring alongside bands that have) awesomely obscene 
or obscure names? Did this make it easier or harder for you to 
book shows when you were getting started, and any plans to 
tour alongside Clit Ripper or Wombstretcha the Magnificent?
JJ: There are no downs. I think it’s great when a marquee or flyer reads like 
a live sex show. “Pornstore Janitor, White Trash Debutantes, with Catholic 
School Girls!” Who wouldn’t be curious? Yeah, we always had a problem with 

people stealing our flyers to keep for themselves. We’d always leave 
plenty of extras for the clubs to replace them with, but 

the employees would usually take 
those. By the time the show would roll 
around, most if not all of our flyers 

would be gone! 
SR: Have you ever met a real-

life porn-store janitor?
JJ: More than you would ever believe! 

I even found out my cousin was a porn-
store janitor. They’re always at the shows.… 
SR: If you could pick one porn store in the 
Portland area to mop up jizz at, which 

one would you pick and why?
JJ: You make it sound so appealing, 

like a question from the Make A Wish 
Foundation. I actually applied to be a 
porn-store janitor at one point, but I 

didn’t get hired. How fucked-up is that? 
So if I could pick one, they wouldn’t pick me.

SR: What’s the most disturbing sexual act that you can 
think of that you’ve engaged in, and if the answer to both ques-

tions is the same, what are your current goals and aspirations?
Think of…ever seen the Tijuana donkey lady? Engaged in…the Tony 
Danza. So all goals and aspirations have obviously been achieved! 
SR: “Drink, Drive, and Masturbate” is by far my favorite PSJ 
song. What are your favorite choices of automobile, bever-
age, and masturbatory stimuli?
JJ: I think people like that song because it’s something everyone can 
relate to. Give me a fast car made of metal, a Stolidriver (sung in the tune 
of Dio’s “Holy Diver”), and a Hustler, and send me on my way…it’s the 
only way to travel!
