Tan-
queray Sterling Vodka, 3 oz. tomato juice, Worcestershire sauce, jalapeño, 
pepperoncini juice, green olive juice, squeezed lime, a dash of Tabasco 
sauce, garlic powder, dill, celery salt, red pepper flakes and black pepper. 
Garnish with celery stalks and green olives. Personally, I hate horseradish 
so I don’t use it and I add just a splash of soda water to the juice mixture 
to thin it down a little.

9. For the opportunist who likes a great happy hour ambiance and a 
unique drink, stop off at Portland’s very own Jade Lounge on Southeast 
Ankeny and check out their décor and drinks! While you’re enjoying new 
and interesting mixes from their menu, you’ll also be dining in a very green 
environment. This place is raved about by many Portlanders as being very 
cool, because it provides great atmosphere, a hearty wine list and a unique 
selection of house infusions, like the Dragon Lady composed of lemon-
grass and chili-infused vodka.                    

LemonGrass Lime Rickey: 3 oz. lemongrass-infused vodka, 
pinch of kaffir lime leaves, one lime wedge and one lemon wedge. In mixer 
cup, combine ice, lime leaves and your lemon and lime wedges.

If you’re looking for a great getaway at a reasonable 
price check out some of the rental houses on the Oregon coast this time of 
year.

2. For the thrill seekers in the bunch looking to push the envelope and 
pump up the adrenaline levels, try something you’ve always wanted to but 
have never done (whitewater rafting, bungee jumping, skydiving or rock 
climbing). Generally, it’s not the best idea to consume alcoholic bever-
ages while attempting these extreme sports, however, after the free fall you 
should definitely enjoy a tasty beverage to celebrate your thrill-seeking 
accomplishments.

1. A perfect weekend getaway is loading up the camping gear and tak-
ing in a music festival. If you haven’t been to the Columbia River Gorge 
for a concert yet, this is something you must experience. The Gorge offers 
a killer location with a great view, camping and a lot of room to roam.

bill this year at the Gorge features the Sas-
quatch Music Festival in May, Iron Maiden 
in June and Kings of Leon in July. The brews 
are pricey if you are condemned to the beer 
gardens, however, if you’re camping and 
have a tent or RV setup, anything you can 
pack in is free game.

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Combining hip hop with live instruments and writing in a more positive tone than most urban artists, Lyrics Born has con-
sistently churned out hits that, upon first listen, become instant favorites in clubs as well as car stereos. Drawing upon funk 
(George Clinton, The Time), positive hip hop (De La Soul, A Tribe Called Quest) and, to a large extent, R&B (in the Marvin 
Gaye sense of the term), Lyrics Born performs instantly-catchy tunes without sacrificing creative depth. Much like Sublime’s 
early work (40 Ounces to Freedom, Robbin’ the Hood), Lyrics Born presents offbeat samples and unconventional song struc-
tures that compliment tightly packaged melodies in a way that fosters both listenability and originality. In the clubs, Lyrics 
Born is hip hop enough to shut up the dancer who refuses to strip to anything but ghetto jams, but is funky enough to get past 
even the strictest rock-only policies.

Recommended Album: Same Shit, Different Day

Although classified as metal, electronic and even goth by some music columnists, KMFDM is nothing more than Nine Inch 
Nails for people who are really, really tired of Nine Inch Nails. In the case of KMFDM, Sasha Konietzko plays the role of 
Reznor, hiring on as-needed musicians for studio sampling and live performances. With various live instruments lacing the 
large majority of tracks and familiar (but not redundant) techno beat structures backing an aural assault of samples, KMFDM 
is the Lyrics Born of industrial. Nearly three decades deep in the game, KMFDM’s catalog ranges from sample-based ex-
perimental releases to tightly knit dance floor classics. As opposed to peers of similar genres, KMFDM’s music is not only 
meaningful (politically charged and subversively poetic lyrics are delivered in English, German and even Spanish) but catchy 
as hell. There seems to be a 30-second mark into any given KMFDM song, at which point even the most arrogant and anti-
industrial music snob begins tapping their feet to what is cheesily classified by Konietzko as “the ultimate beat.” It’s too bad 
that the band has only received mainstream attention in the form of soundtracks to teenage shitfests on the big screen (both 
Mortal Kombat films and several anime movies feature KMFDM singles).
Recommended Album: Symbols

Like KMFDM, Pigface is primarily the result of a single person (drummer and producer Martin Atkins, most well-known 
for Killing Joke) combined with what was intended to be a short-lived Ministry side-project. Like KMFDM, Pigface has been 
falsely classified as goth/industrial due to the fact that rivetheads, aging punk rockers and industrialites are the only people that 
show up to their concerts. In the classical sense of the word, Pigface classifies as industrial but is far from a goth outfit. With 
earlier works ranging from obscure to virtually unlistenable, the entire Pigface catalog is not for everyone. As Pigface began to 
take itself more seriously with releases like Notes From Thee Underground and A New High In Low, Pigface’s music evolved 
into something that is at least somewhat accessible to the masses, culminating in recent releases that are no more alternative 
than Static X or System of a Down. Again emulating KMFDM, Pigface rotates between guitar-driven rock singles and more 
sample-friendly electronic tracks that blend seamlessly between more popular acts (Shiny Toy Guns, Peaches and Ladytron 
have all liberally borrowed from Pigface’s more recent works). 

Recommended Album: Easy Listening for Difficult Fuckheads

Emulating Public Enemy, The Beatnuts make use of liberal sampling mixed over infectious and original beat structures in ways 
that would make any producer or DJ jealous. Unlike Chuck D, Ju Ju and Psycho Les possess intelligent yet accessible lyrical 
delivery that appeals to everyone from beer-chugging college kids to old school, hip hop heads. Although underground in the 
not-on-TRL sense of the word, The ‘Nuts have collaborated with some of the biggest names in hip hop (they are responsible for 
the first official recording from rapper Big Pun and one of the only autotuner-free verses ever laid down by Akon) and possess 
an amount of underground cred that would make KRS-1 jealous (Q-Tip has repeatedly shouted out The Beatnuts on solo and 
Tribe releases, while Jennifer Lopez recently doled out a fat royalty settlement for jacking a beat from the band’s latest release, 
Milk Me). Although more recent Beatnuts’ albums showcase a genuine attempt to produce more polished and single-ready tracks 
for arguably, deserved mainstream attention, earlier works are reminiscent of the old-school album feel that made releases like 
Beastie Boy’s Paul’s Boutique and A Tribe Called Quest’s Beats, Rhymes and Life classics in the hip hop genre.

Recommended Album: Street Level

Mike Patton has been responsible for more bands than cocaine and Quincy Jones combined. Although notably famous for 
his involvement in Faith No More and Mr. Bungle, Patton has recorded some of the best (and worst) music you’ve never heard 
of. Arguably the most strip-club friendly project of the Patton potpourri (which extends to nearly 20 side-projects), Peeping 
Tom combines the down-tempo feel of latter-era Faith No More efforts with an array of guest spots that will peak the interest 
of anyone involved in the underground hip hop and DJ genres (Dan the Automator, Kool Keith, Rahzel and Massive Attack all 
make appearances on the LP). The result is an entirely listenable album that the average strip club DJ can play on repeat from 
front to back without worrying about pissing off a single dancer or customer.

Recommended (in this case, the only) Album:  Peeping Tom LP
