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At the end of the first year of a new decade, the most prevalent sensation to come out the porn industry is the TV show parody 
craze. What stared a few years ago with Hustler Video’s Brady Bunch parody has become one of the most successful trends 
in the history of adult entertainment. These films have received mainstream attention and even positive feedback from the 
shows they imitate. True Blood star Anna Paquin has been reportedly screening the New Sensations adult parody of the show 

at cast parties. David Faustino, who played Bud Bundy on Married...With Children, reportedly visited the set of Hustler’s second parody 
installment of the show and complimented the producer’s attention to detail. However, the porn parody market has more often than not, 
only dipped into the shallow end of the TV pool and given shows like The Facts of Life and The Partridge Family first seat over It’s 
Always Sunny in Philadelphia and The Wire. While the TV parody trend is still going strong, it’s obvious that porn producers won’t make 
it through sweeps week unless they come up with a porn equivalent of Fonzie jumping the shark. Here’s a list of a few yet-to-be-made 
porn parodies of shows people actually like watching and which might save the parody genre from cancellation.

dExTER - Based on a series of mediocre novels by Jeff Lindsay, the sheer success of Showtime’s Dexter with critics and audiences 
makes it surprising that a porn parody hasn’t already been produced. Although the show’s most fuckable female cast member, Rita, was 
killed off at the end of season four, many fans would be more than happy to see the sexual exploits of Miami’s most moralistic serial 
killer, Dexter Morgan. Leading actor Michael C. Hall is already built like a porn star and could even fuck a few people before he kills 
them. The movie could show a much more fuckable version of Dexter’s sister, Deb, as she lezzes out with some of her hooker criminal 
informants. And Miami Metro’s resident horndog, Vince Masuka could finally bag all the strippers he wants. While it might seem 
morbidly inappropriate to have a porn movie about a serial killer, fans might be very accepting of a more tongue-in-cheek approach to 
the show and might even allow Dexter to collect semen sample slides instead of blood.

MAd MEN - While a porn parody of this show already 
exists from the shit factory known as Devil’s Films, it is so 
sub-par that anyone with common sense would be much more 
satisfied jacking off to January Jones’ ass in the real show. 
As one of the best reviewed shows in recent years, it’s appar-
ent that Mad Men deserves an adult parody that’s more than 
C-list porn stars fucking in clothes bought at some dead old 
lady’s estate sale. The premise of Kennedy-era skirt-chasers 
with unlimited power and success could be the perfect ma-
terial for a full-length adult feature and might even give an 
uncensored look into the sexual attitudes of the time. Sterling 
and Cooper’s top ad executive Don Draper could go scene 
after scene of banging beatniks and sodomizing secretaries. 
The big-titted, redhead office manager Joan Holloway could 
lez out with a few of the gals in the call center and junior 
executive Pete Campbell could savagely fuck the shit out of 
the annoying goody two-shoes copywriter Betty Olson. Mad 
Men has gotten some criticism for being too nostalgic about 
an era and industry that was overtly sexist. Whether or not 
that’s true, the porn industry has gotten the same criticism. A 
porn parody might actually be beneficial to both.

TwIN PEAkS - While I realize that many of this magazine’s readers were little more than a splotch on a Kotex 
while this show was on, Twin Peaks (which also happens to be my favorite show of all time) revolutionized televi-
sion forever when it debuted in the spring of 1990. For the past three years, I have attended the show’s convention 
outside of Seattle, visited shooting locations and even become friends with some of the cast members. In fact, 
Twin Peaks is where I got the name Deputy Andy. This notoriously strange show created by David Lynch follows 
the happenings of a small town after its homecoming queen, Laura Palmer, is killed. Filled with an abundance of 
hot pieces of ass and an endless web of sexual drama, Twin Peaks would make the ultimate porn parody (as far as 
I’m concerned). Lesbian action between Audrey Horne and her best friend Donna could kick the flick off before 
Deputy Andy impregnates sheriff station secretary Lucy. It would be nice to see just how dedicated the Log Lady 
is to her wood, as well as the hot waitresses at the Double R Diner really get a piece of Twin Peaks’ famous cherry 
pie.  The final scene could be a three way of the infamous red room scene where FBI Special Agent Dale Cooper 

and the backwards-talking dwarf could double penetrate the dreamed vision of Laura Palmer (provided she swallows it from the dwarf). 
Porn’s reigning queen Sasha Grey is just as big of a Peaks Freak (the self-imposed Twin Peak fan term) as the best of them, and with the 
right hair color, would be a dead ringer for one of the waitresses in the diner. With the show’s twentieth anniversary this past year 
and a recent Twin Peaks-themed tribute episode of Psych, the show has regained some of the attention it deserves and shouldn’t 
be looked over by the adult industry.
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A Dirty Sanchez is performed when a male fingers a female’s 
ass and wipes the remnants on the female’s upper lip. The Dirty 
Rodriguez, (the first cousin of the Dirty Sanchez) is when a male 
inserts his penis in a female’s ass then transfers the fecal matter 
from his penis to the female’s upper lip. 

The act of performing anallingus while reaching up above the 
testicles to manually administer quick up and down motions to the 
penile shaft, resulting in a violent —yet pleasant—explosion. It is 
customary for the administering partner to then give a quick blow 
into the anus for good luck; the lips blowing into the anus sounds 
very similar to a trombone’s sweet melody. This was introduced to 
the Americas in the late ’50s.

The Cleveland Steamer is when one person defecates on an-
other person’s chest then sits down and rocks back and forth like 
a steamroller.

Perhaps the pool of nominees, as well as 
those who voted, was a bit clique-ish as the 
whole process was mainly driven through 
Facebook. Overall, I was very pleased to 
see an event such as the Strippies launch 
with such a strong reception in its first year. 
As you can see by the pictures on this page, 
the evening was packed with top-notch per-
formances from Cricket, Ty Fyre, Hezzy, 
Berlin, Lark, Natalia and more. Hats off to 
Rocket and Hezzy for a job well done.

I asked 
the wife where in the hell it came 
from and she informed me that lo-
cal superhero stripper Rocket had 
left it after their photo shoot that 
afternoon. Since this somewhat 
haunting image had attracted my 
attention not once, but twice in a 
short time period, I got online and 
searched out the mysterious jackal.

I found ITSAJACKAL to be 
artist Alex Rodriguez. After scroll-
ing through his website (itsajackal.
com), I discovered Alex is a self-
proclaimed pizza slinger with de-
lusions of grandeur. This freelance 
artist was born in Cuba, raised in 
Miami and currently resides in Se-
attle, where he has lived for the past 
eight years with his faithful flying 
squirrel, Zoe. Like Zoe, Alex is 
constantly on the move from one 
place to another. After stalking his 
Facebook page for a month or two 
and eventually catching him on 
messenger, we are finally able to bring you a look at Alex’s 
artwork and a peek inside the mind behind it. 

Thanks for making the time to chat with Exotic, Alex. 
Our readers are gonna love your stuff! So tell us, have you 
been artistically inclined all your life?

I’ve always loved art and looking at the colors and lines 
of things. I would plop myself down in either the art section 
of the library at school or the bookstore. But it wasn’t until 
my junior year of high school that I got serious about it. I 
was lucky enough to have some amazing classmates and 
friends in high school. 

hOw LONG hAVE YOu bEEN PuRSu-
ING YOuR ART CAREER?

To be honest, I’ve only been 
pursuing it for the last couple years 
as I haven’t really been really 
proud of my stuff until recently. I 
haven’t been as consistent as I’ve 
wanted to be.
whAT ARTISTS dO YOu fEEL INfLu-
ENCE OR INSPIRE YOu?

There are two artists that are 
huge inspirations in my drawings 
and paintings: Patrick Nagel and 
Andrew Wyeth. My close friends 
are the ones that push me to do 
things that I usually wouldn’t do or 
haven’t thought of.
YOu dEfINITELY hAVE AN AffINITY 
fOR PORTLANd STRIPPERS AS MOd-
ELS. hOw dId ThAT CONNECTION 
COME AbOuT?

It started with Rocket. I had shot 
with her—then when I came to 
Portland she set me up with Cricket 
to shoot.  Then it was a friend of a 
friend and so on. Rocket had more 

of a hand in introducing me to models than anyone. The 
cool thing is that I’ve become friends with most of them. 
The women in Portland are pretty rad; there is nothing more 
sexy and beautiful than a confident woman.
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YEAh, ROCkET IS PRETTY RAd. ShE’S bASICALLY RESPONSIbLE 
fOR hOw wE hOOkEd uP wITh YOu. I’VE NOTICEd ThAT YOu 
TAkE CERTAIN LIbERTIES wITh SOME Of YOuR MOdELS, SuCh 
AS ThE REMOVAL Of TATTOOS OR MORE PRONOuNCEd PubIC 
hAIR. IS ThERE ANY PARTICuLAR REASON fOR ThIS?

Well, the tattoos are because I’m lazy and don’t really 
feel like drawing every little tattoo, no matter how great 
some are. Plus, I don’t want to insult the artist that did them 
by fucking up their art. I like to keep things simple. As for 
the pubic hair, I’m kind of a fan, but I don’t draw what’s 
not there. If there is a spread, I either just shadow the crotch 
or, if the model has hair, I draw in the hair to cover up the 
goods. I just feel that there is nothing less erotic than the 
obvious. Mystery is what keeps everyone interested.
YOu SEEM TO hAVE AN uNCANNY AbILITY TO CAPTuRE MORE 
ExPRESSION ANd EMOTION IN ThE EYES Of YOuR MOdELS. 
hOw ARE YOu AbLE TO bRING OuT ThAT MuCh RAw EMOTION 
TO ThE VIEwER ThROuGh A PIECE Of PAPER?

I try to keep it simple. That’s where the Nagel influence 
comes in; it’s the little shadows that a face makes when some-
one smiles, frowns or scowls. I don’t need to draw every little 
pore of the face to convey that. Body language is good too; 
the awkwardness of a first-time model is always fun to draw. 
YOu TENd TO hAVE LARGE bOdIES Of dRAwINGS Of CERTAIN 
MOdELS. whY IS ThAT?

That can be attributed to the Andrew Wyeth influence 
and a book of his called The Helga Pictures.  It’s basically a 
book of paintings and drawings of one woman that spans 15 
years. The way I see it is that you can’t capture a person in 
just one drawing. Sure, you get the “that’s totally you” shot, 
but that’s just one facet of the person. If at all possible, I like 
to keep a long-term working relationship with my models 
for that reason. People change haircuts, lose weight, gain 
weight and so on. It’s the little things about a person that 
make them beautiful and worth drawing.
TELL uS A LITTLE AbOuT ThE CONTROVERSIAL SERIES YOu’RE 
dOING ON ELLE RIGhT NOw.

I wouldn’t say it’s controversial; it’s just a girl being 
silly with a string and I’m drawing and painting it.

I actually self-published a book about a year ago of just 
black and whites through lulu.com. I’m planning on putting 
together a second one soon.
hOw wOuLd A PROSPECTIVE CLIENT GO AbOuT SETTING uP A 
COMMISSION wITh YOu?

The best way to do that would be just to email me at 
alex@itsajackal.com and we can go from there. 
whERE wOuLd YOu LIkE TO SEE YOuR CAREER IN ThE NExT TEN 
YEARS?

I’d love to get involved with doing interior art for maga-
zines and covers for books. I’m currently working on mak-
ing a comic, so who knows, maybe comics.

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PIC # 1:
Lilly is strolling through the park 

on a beautiful summer day. She feels safe and secure, but to a predator, she 
looks like easy prey.

Predators always want easy prey
However, Lilly is no soft target. She has trained in the art of self-defense and has a confident body posture—something she learned 

to do in her instruction. The predator is a little put off by her confidence, but feels he can handle her because she is in an isolated part of 
the park with lots of dense foliage and no one is around.

Predators ALWAYS have a plan
Working his plan, the predator approaches Lilly from behind as she walks by some trees. He wanted her to be closer, but being aware, 

Lilly realizes she is in a removed part of the park and steers clear of the thick line of trees, choosing to stay in the open.
Awareness is 90% of staying safe
Lilly suddenly feels the hair on the back of her neck stand up and she notices a strange feeling in the pit of her stomach. 
Always listen to your intuition
Lilly turns to see the predator closing in on her fast. She tries to get into an aggressive body posture, but it’s too late. The threshold 

of critical distance has been crossed.
PIC#2:

Lilly raises her umbrella to create a barrier between herself and the predator. He grabs the umbrella confidently with both hands—
exactly what she wants.
PIC#5:

Quickly, Lilly stabs at her attacker’s eyes with her fingertips—a strike which had become ingrained through practice and training. 
(A vital striking point is key in self-defense.)
PIC#7:

Directly following the strike to the eyes (using two-way action), Lilly lifts off the attacker’s hand as she presses the umbrella down 
and away from his thumb.
PIC#9:

Once he releases the umbrella, Lilly floats it up under the attacker’s arm as she pivots on her right foot, putting herself on the outside 
of the attacker. She slams the umbrella down against the elbow joint as she simultaneously pulls up on his arm (again using two-way 
action), causing immediate pain. Dislocation or hyper break of the elbow joint are possible using this Arnis technique. 
PIC #10:

She sends the attacker crashing to the ground. The predator is now at the mercy of his prey.
PIC#11:

Using the heel of her foot, Lilly stomps on the back of the predator’s head, using it 
as a starting block to sprint off to safety.
