It looked like
what | would expect an ancient Greek
bacchanal to look like. Everyone looked
comfortable and content; boundaries
were respected—it looked...dare | say,
fun?

As | took it all in, pondering what it
would be like to encounter this every
day and for it to become a normal daily
thing, right in front of me, | saw a young-
er man completely in the nude, bending
down on all fours. Directly behind him
was a man well into his 80s, with a strap-
on harness and a dildo stationed at the
front. | had a lot of questions, but | didn't
feel it was appropriate to walk up to this
individual, mid-hump, and ask some-
thing. But | still couldn’t look away from
the scene. It was so unlike anything |
had ever witnessed before.

We exited the theater, and | was told
they would be in touch. | walked out
into the cold night; my interview time
had been at 9 p.m., and the position
was for the graveyard shift. The fresh air
felt good after being in that stuffy and
sweaty, dark room.

Portland has a very rich history of sex-
ual liberation. The now-closed Oregon
Theater was the first of its kind. It was
6,000 square feet of kinky fun, built in
the 1920s by the founder of the Aladdin
Theater, Isaac Geller, which is now a ven-
ue. Last | heard, ever since Geller passed,
there is a new owner, and the Oregon
Theater will remain a theater—but not
for porn. There were several adult the-

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aters located in downtown Portland,
and until recently, the last one, Paris
Theater, closed its doors, and | haven't
heard even so much of a rumor about its
fate. Many of our local adult stores were
casualties of the Covid pandemic.

Not long after that night of the in-
terview, | received a call requesting |
come in for a second interview and to
bring documentation for filling out the
new-hire paperwork. | was thrilled. The
second interview was quite a letdown
compared to the first one. No shocking
revelations, just the standard procedure
that I've been through so many times
with many other new jobs. But | didn't
care! | got a job working at a porn store!
How wild is that to say?

My dad always told me that no matter
what job you do, it's always worth doing
it well. I've always taken pride in what |
do, even if it’s as minuscule as dishwash-
ing (which I've done) or as complicated
as taking care of exotic reptiles (which
I've also done). Every job is worth your
best effort, and | take that to heart ev-
erywhere | go—even applying this to
porn customers.

Thereis no typical theater customer. Just
like the arcade, customers come from
various backgrounds—many opposites,
with that being the only thing in com-
mon. Like the glory hole fantasy, many
expect a completely different setting
for a porn theater. Prominent among



swinger couples, gay men, and the sexually adventurous,
the most common question | get from my customers is,
“Where are the women?”| can’t answer that question
completely. But as | have mentioned before, | have wit-
nessed a lone curious woman who enters the theater by
herself for the first time and is completely taken aback by
the scene. A very accurate portrayal would be the Find-
ing Nemo scene with the aggressive seagulls. That is the
partial answer to that repetitive question.

One of my weirder theater stories happened a few years
ago, on a graveyard shift with my friend and coworker.
He had been with the company far longer than | had,
and his crazy stories outmatch my own. We were clos-
ing the theater after a standard uneventful night. Going
through the standard procedure of having someone
walk through the room with a flashlight, searching every
nook and cranny for someone trying to hide. As he exited
the door, | saw him wordlessly shaking his head. When |
questioned him, he replied, “there is a carrot.”

“A what?”| asked.

“A carrot. In the theater,” he said, “go look for yourself,” he
told me as | stared at him, confused and speechless.

| walked into the theater with all the overhead lights on,
which was quite jarring from the usual dark and dimness.
Sitting on top of a single brown paper towel was a very
large, unpeeled carrot. It was so big that | thought it was
a yam at first. | stared, perplexed, at this otherwise nor-
mal object that was so out of place. | had questions, but

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UNEXPLAINED MYSTERIES OF EXISTENCE

Existence is a funny thing. How did we
come to be, and where are we going?
What'’s out there? How can we know so
much and yet, so little? How can there
be endless breadsticks?

Well, I've compiled a short list of some
very interesting things that we, as a
species, cannot find conclusive answers
for. From things in the ethereal realm of
outer space to those found on our hum-
ble Earth, I'm going to rattle off some of
the more curious and compelling phe-
nomena we humans have encountered,
but for which we have no solid explana-
tion.

Listed in no particular order, here we go.

The Wow! Signal

In the ‘70s, the University of Ohio was
on the hunt for aliens. Not in the sense
of your drunken cousin running around
with a baseball bat in the woods, who
swears he was abducted and probed
after he passed out behind the bar and
woke up in a truck with a sore ass—no.
They'd constructed a giant radio tele-
scope and decided to scan the heavens
for possible contact.

That is, until August 15th of 1977. That

day, they received a very strong signal
from roughly the Sagittarius constella-
tion, which lasted for a solid 72 seconds
and had all the hallmarks of being a
deliberately sent signal. It's called the
“Wow! signal” because the researcher,
Jerry Ehrman, wrote “Wow!” next to the
recorded paper transcript of the signal.

Many believe this was an effort by aliens
to contact us, perhaps deliberately,
or perhaps we just got the equivalent
of accidentally getting an interstellar
trucker CB call about needing to use
the toilet. Suffice it to say this signal,
and its purported origin and purpose,
have been the source of much debate
over the years. They searched the same
area of space to find a similar broad-
cast over and over and over again, but
to no avail. Skeptics claim that it lacked
modulation, which most all deliberately
transmitted signals have, with even Mr.
Ehrman, who discovered it, suggest-
ing it could have been an Earth signal
which bounced off some space junk.
However, he redacted that statement
some years later, stating that it's the
most likely candidate anyone has ever
seen for an extraterrestrial transmis-
sion. | guess he was a little depressed
the first time around. Many other radio
telescopes have since tried to locate the
signal again in the years since, with no
luck. In 2012, | guess we got annoyed,
so the famous Arecibo Observatory
beamed out an excessively powerful
signal back to that location, consisting
of 10,000 Twitter messages. If you've
ever been on Twitter, you'll know that
this was probably an attempt to really
piss off any space aliens who might be
out there.

The Voynich Manuscript

The Voynich Manuscript is a large, 240-
page tome, written on parchment,
which contains strange glyphs or letters,
as well as an abundance of confusing
diagrams and drawings. It was first dis-
covered in the 17th century by a Czech
alchemist, who'd had it in his library...
though he did not know where it'd
come from, he couldn’t make any sense
of it and sold it as soon as he could. It
has since gone on to become one of the
most enduring mysteries of the modern
age. In the time since its discovery, the
manuscript has been analyzed by schol-
ars, linguists, and historians over the
centuries. Science has carbon-dated
the manuscript to the early 1500s, and
analysis shows that the ink and paints
are consistent with that time, but that’s
where the facts end. Thousands of lin-
guists and cryptographers have tried
to figure out if perhaps it's a code to be



cracked, but without success. Given the
fact that, at the time, you couldn't just
go to Ye Olde Depot of Office and get a
500-page pack of parchment for a cou-
ple of ducats, it would have been ex-
traordinarily expensive to put together,
which limits its authorship to someone
with wealth and time...or perhaps the
backing of someone like that. But still,
its purpose remains unknown. Is it a lost
language? Maybe a created language
made just for the book? Is it a joke? A
hoax? Secret knowledge? A cookbook?
A journal? Those are all hypotheses that
have been put forth over the ages, and
thus far, nobody knows for sure.

The Taos Hum

In central New Mexico lies the sleepy, ar-
tistic community known as Taos. A cer-
tain percentage of the residents of Taos
can hear a distinctive hum in their ears
atall times, which has no known source.
It's been described as a “low, throbbing
background noise” and seems not to
coincide with any man-made or natu-
ral phenomena.
