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You know those times in your life when 
you think to yourself, “When did I get 
this way?” Or “I remember when I was 
like that.” Or better yet, “I won’t go to 
that store at that specific time because 
I can’t find parking, there are too many 
people, and I’ll forget what I wanted 
when I get in there anyway.” If you’ve 
never had these thoughts or experi-
ences, well, good for you. That probably 
means you aren’t old enough to be read-
ing my articles, and none of this will re-
late to you. Move along. For the others 
out there who’ve ever felt an odd sense 
of reality that seemed like it should be 
foreign to you ten years ago, but here we 
are, wondering why you are so annoyed 
with crowds of people at a farmer’s mar-
ket, please continue. You’re all welcome 
here.

I will go through a short list of items I 
had thought about more in-depth this 
month and hopefully make you all feel 
less alone in your thoughts.

I used to have parties at my house…
and like them.

As if, 
for some reason, your friends are these 
starving people that should expect to be 
fed whenever they get to your house. I 
don’t really know where this thought 
process came from, but that’s where I’m 
at now. On a side note, I will awkward-
ly lay out a clear plate of some sort of 
cheese I had in the fridge and leftover 
Triscuits. Because…I don’t know what 
the hell people do with people in the 
house now. I think I probably look like 
I’m bribing you with treats. Just eat the 
cheese and make me feel normal.

I used to go to more than one store  
a day.

This one may not be relatable to every-
one, but I’ve started to realize that visit-
ing more than 1-2 stores in a day causes 
me extreme exhaustion and psychologi-
cal drain. Now, I know that Covid hadn’t 
helped this situation any, but it was defi-
nitely not the start of this “issue.” I think 
this has to do with the fact that I don’t 
like most people; people are extremely 
stupid everywhere. At least one stupid 
thing will get said or done in each store 
you go to unless you can get out in 3 
minutes or less. That’s my rule. I will plan 
out the isles I’ll go to in a store or know 

exactly what clothes I am looking for so I 
can just get them and leave. Sometimes I 
don’t even bother trying them on. If they 
don’t fit, I’ll just return them...

just kidding. They’ll end up sitting in my 
closet for years and years, probably until 
I die. Or remember to make that trip to 
Goodwill specifically for this task. 

Yes, I know. This one probably made me 
sound like I have other mental issues go-
ing on, and I do, thank you for being so 
astute. But if any of these relate to you, 
the joke’s on you. We should probably go 
to the doctor for some of these.

I used to be able to sleep anywhere 
and for long, extended periods of time.

I swear this seems like it was only yes-
terday, but I used to be able to sleep on 
anyone’s couch, hardwood floor, stair-
case, bathtub, or upright in a chair for 
the amount of time of which is healthy 
for an adult to be sleeping (7-8 hours?)—
all without being interrupted with a 
need to pee for some reason, or fretting 
over reactions I had to things the past 
week, and whether or not they will bear 
any weight on my future happiness. Re-
member those days? Where you just got 
sleepy at some point at night and went to 
sleep with some sort of half grin? Prob-
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ably thinking, “I’m young still. I don’t have to worry about 
any of that until way later. I do what I want. Zzzzzzzzzzz” 
But your snore was probably cuter and quieter if it existed 
at all. And you didn’t wake up for another 7 hours, and only 
because it was the 5th time you had pressed the snooze 
button on your alarm, and you just got tired of doing it.

Who took care of my yard at the houses I had rented 
with yards?

I remember being 21 and renting a house on SE Holgate 
that had an epic front and back yard. It was great for dogs. 
However, I do NOT recall who took care of the yard main-
tenance there. I mean, I guess I must have. But…I am also 
thinking it was some garden fairies that did it or maybe 
a disgruntled neighbor that felt I wasn’t keeping up the 
“curb appeal” or some bullshit. Anyway, I now have an-
other yard, and I was almost taken aback when I was sent 
an email reminder from my landlord (who is honestly the 
nicest person) telling us to “make sure to keep up with the 
yard—it’s weeding season!” Like, that’s my job? I don’t re-
member signing that...oh wait...yeah, I did. I guess that’s 
adult shit I forgot to remind myself to remember when I 
was telling myself, “I’ll worry about that later. I do what I 
want.”

I used to eat clam chowder in a bread bowl five days  
a week.

When I worked across the street from a Fred Meyer, on 
my lunch break, I would simply go to the deli section, get 
their hot soup (usually clam chowder) and shove it in a 
bread bowl they’d have there, and call that lunch.

“I’ll remind myself to remember that in the future.”

The last guy, a particularly young look-
ing one, handed J.E. his ID. J.E. studied the 
card in his hand for a moment, then rather 
than handing it back and taking the kid’s 
entry fee, he slipped the card into a jacket 
pocket. This routine was one I’d seen play 
out countless times before; it meant the 
ID was fake. The kid’s reaction was likewise 
routine. It suddenly struck me why it was so 
familiar.

According to the Kübler-Ross model, grief 
plays out over �ve stages: denial, anger, 
bargaining, depression, and finally, ac-
ceptance. Now, this model was created to 
explain how people process the death of a 
loved one, but death isn’t the only loss that 
causes people to grieve. Sometimes loss 
can look like a small child losing a balloon 
or a slightly larger child having their fake ID 
con�scated by a bouncer. Kübler-Ross still 
applies; the process is just a whole lot faster. 
I’ve witnessed all �ve of these stages play 
out in under a minute.

Stage One: Denial

The sight of his ID disappearing into the 
pocket of a bouncer was enough to make 
the kid squirm a bit. He did his best to gather 
himself, but his voice squeaked as he spoke.

“Umm, can I have my ID back?”

J.E. glanced at me out of the corner of his 

eye, and we shared a smirk before he turned 
back to the kid.

“You mean your fake ID? No. No, you can’t 
have your fake ID back. Have a good night.”

Poor kid was too clouded by grief to real-
ize that the fun night he had anticipated 
had just come to an end.

If you want to tell me I 
am, I’d be more than happy to have a cop 
run it for me. If he tells us it’s legit, I’ll give 
it back. Hell, I’ll even throw in free cover to-
night.” 

O�ering to run the ID had called the kid’s 
blu�, and o�ering free cover had upped 
the ante. Occasionally, a kid with a fake will 
think we’re meeting their blu� with another 
blu� and will tell us to run it. Once, J.E. was 
indeed wrong, and true to his word, the guy 
got in free. Nearly every other time, we’ve 
had the satisfaction of seeing the cop smile, 
hand the fake back to us, and tell the kid to 
have a nice night. This kid was smarter than 
that, though. He knew we had him dead to 
rights.  

Stage Three: Bargaining

“Ok, you got me,” the kid said. “Can I get it 
back? I won’t come back here, swear to god.”

J.E. and I shared a good chuckle. What these 
kids always fail to understand is that the 
fakes we take are like bouncer trophies. 
They tried to get one over on us, and by 
god, we got the last laugh. The cards in 
the ever-growing stack of fakes we collect 
serve as reminders of times we did our job 
and did it well. You never forget the thrill of 
catching your �rst fake. We enjoy the sport 
of it but catch and release just isn’t our style.

“No, I’m not giving you your fake ID back. 
Have a nice night.”

“Okay, what if I give you twenty bucks?”

“Twenty bucks? What, mommy didn’t give 
you your allowance this week?”

“Fifty?”

“No.”

“A hundred. Best I can do.”

He was just trying to get back his Cracker-
jack prize. Occasionally, the more brazen of 
these kids try to o�er money to let them in, 
even though we know they’re underage—
this was way less annoying. Either way, 
nobody ever tries to bribe us with enough 
money to cover the �nes we could face for 
doing what they’re trying to bribe us to do. 
It’s just as well. It’s cheaper to just buy a new 
fake...by a long shot.

J.E. chuckled. “Tell your fake ID guy he owes 
you a freebie ‘cause this one he sold you is a 
piece of shit.”

“And spring for the deluxe model next time,” 
I chimed in, grinning.

Stage Four: Depression

You could smell the disappointment ema-
nating from the kid. His friends had already 
disappeared inside, and while his night had 
just ended, their night, which in his mind 
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was sure to be epic as hell, had just begun. The FOMO was 
strong with this one.

“Look, it’s my friend’s bachelor party, and I’m the best man. I 
need that ID back, or it’s going to ruin everyone’s night.”

“You sure about that?” J.E. asked. “All your friends are already in 
there having fun. The only night I see getting ruined is yours.”

The kid turned around, �nally realizing for the �rst time that his 
friends had long since abandoned him. His head slumped, and 
his shoulders sagged. He looked defeated. I almost felt sorry for 
the kid. Almost.

“Other people are trying to get in,” I told him, “I need you to 
step out.”

Stage Five: Acceptance

In an apparent act of mercy, the groom stepped out the door  
to check on his best man.

“Hey bro, what’s the hold-up?” he asked.

“They took my ID,” the kid muttered from outside the cattle 
guard perimeter of our patio. 

“Aw, that sucks, sorry man,” answered the groom. “Go chill at the 
hotel, and we’ll catch up with you in a little while. We’re gonna 
stay here and see some titties.”

“Fuck. Alright,” said the kid. “Have fun. See you guys later.”

“Okay. See you soon. Hit me up if you need anything.” 

The groom and his best man bro hugged. The kid began his 
lonely walk of shame as the groom turned and walked back 
into the club, exclaiming as he passed through the door, “TIT-
TIES!!!”

If you’re reading this and you’re going out to clubs and bars 
with a fake ID, this part is for you. Fuck around and �nd out, 
McLovin. It might work for you for a while. But if you hand that 
fake to me, I’ll be adding it to my collection—if another bounc-
er doesn’t snag it �rst. When that happens, you may as well just 
jump ahead to acceptance.

Nate Hazen is a professional fake ID collector, mustache ride op-
erator, aspiring screenwriter, and connoisseur of �ne cartoons and 
chemical substances. You can catch him doing the bouncer thing 
and keeping vampire hours four nights a week in downtown Port-
land at X Exotic Lounge, but you’ll have to �gure out for yourself 
which four nights they are.
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No matter where you are in these Unit-
ed States, you most assuredly have 
heard of the Sasquatch/Bigfoot. A large, 
ape-like creature who prowls seclud-
ed, wooded areas and is very tough to 
�nd. Nearly every region has stories of 
a similar creature, to the point where 
it has become the stu� of legend and 
the subject of those monster-hunting 
shows on the Sci-Fi Channel where a 
bunch of bro-dudes go out looking for 
his ass. However, the story of this sup-
posed creature is rooted in serious his-
tory, and I intend to explore it.

I’ve lived in the Pacific Northwest for 
most of my life, and as a result, I’ve 
been exposed to a lot of tales, stories, 
and speculation with regard to the Sas-
quatch. People have elevated this al-
leged being to a near legendary status, 
and we often use the likeness of it as a 
sort of mascot for the region. I suppose 

it was either that or a salmon or a…
tree? Fuck that, though, because we are 
the presumed home of a large, elusive 
humanoid who would kick your ass, so 
this is an obvious pick.

Let’s talk about the name. While the be-
ing is commonly referred to as Bigfoot, 
the name Sasquatch comes from the 
Salish tribes of Native Americans and 
their term “Sasquits,” which translates to 
“hairy man.” I know a couple of people 
myself who could be described as sas-
quits. The Algonquins of the north-cen-
tral region of the USA refer to this guy 
as a “Witiko” or “Wendigo.” However, a 
Wendigo is apparently a di�erent crea-
ture, described in Middle-American lore 
as having other traits, such as eating 
faces and being more of an evil spirit 
than just some ape ass-fucker who lives 
in the woods. That said, descriptions of 
this creature date back to long, long 
ago. 

Sasquatch has been described in story 
and legend for hundreds of years, which 
does lend some credence to it. Do they 
exist? Well, probably not, as the ability 
of a large ape-like creature to have a 
sustainable population while somehow 
not being seen or having anyone find 
remains...it seems unlikely, though it 
could be feasible. The Paci�c Northwest 
has forests as most of its primary biome. 
Typically, they’re temperate rainforests, 
much as you’ll �nd in nearly half of the 
states of Oregon and Washington. You 
could go out there, deep, and if you 
were determined enough, nobody 
would ever �nd you, so it’s not outside 

the realm of possibility.

The most famous evidence supporting 
the existence of Bigfoot/Sasquatch is 
the Patterson-Gimlin �lm. You’ve prob-
ably seen it, as it’s the classic from 1967, 
which gets played endlessly when peo-
ple discuss Sasquatch. It is a presumably 
organic recording and is the archetypal 
depiction of the Sasquatch, what with 
those ten seconds of Bigfoot loping 
around in front of the camera. Filmed 
along Blu� Creek, which is a tributary 
of the good ol’ Klamath River, just 38 
miles south of the Oregon border. The 
�lm captures the casual, ape-like stride 
of the creature and its general don’t-
give-a-fuck attitude when realizing that 
people were watching it. Roger Patter-
son, one of the two guys who took the 
iconic footage, went to his deathbed 
claiming it was genuine. His buddy, Bob 
Gimlin, also states that it was, but also 
remarked that if his buddy Roger were 
pranking him, it would have been an 
extraordinary job.

Sasquatch, in popular culture, has be-
come something of a cultural icon. It’s 
really the best kind of cultural icon. 
Apolitical, ambiguous, involves some-
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thing which may or may not exist but 
represents a spirit of outdoor culture 
and an appreciation for life. The Sas-
quatch features on an innumerable 
amount of products and media. After 
all, he’s royalty-free. Some of the more 
memorable are those really decent 
coolers, that one beer, and that beef 
jerky company’s commercials, where 
unsuspecting campers stumble upon 
Sasquatch and decide to prank him. 
Well, and then there’s that 1980s mon-
ster truck “Bigfoot.” Ah, the golden age 
of monster trucks, though I liked that 
weird one with the tank treads, person-
ally.

In the myth and legend of the Native 
American peoples, Sasquatch has been 
described many times by many tribes, 
who all tell slight variations of the same 
story. Throughout the centuries, the Na-
tive Americans’ perspective was basical-
ly, “Eh, he’s out there. Don’t mess with 
him.” When all the other people came 
to this land, they, too, learned about the 
Sasquatch and were solidly skeptical. 

Then, in 1924, there was the Ape Can-
yon attack. A group of miners in a cab-
in at Spirit Lake (for those who don’t 
know, that was the lake on the top of 
Mount Saint Helens before volcano 
shit happened) who claimed they were  
attacked by a tribe of Sasquatch and 
told that they were assailed for an en-
tire night by the creatures who were 
beating on the doors, hurling stones, 
and generally fucking them up. They  
attempted to retaliate using hunting  
ri�es and mining equipment like pickax-
es, but the alleged Sasquatches did not 
relent until the morning...when, appar-
ently, they decided the miners got the 
message. Those miners got the fuck out 
of that cabin as quickly as possible, and 
probably rightly so if their claims are to 
be believed. This was a PR disaster for 
Sasquatch. As time went on, though, 
Sasquatch has come to be presented as 
less of a threatening �gure and more of 
a subject of curiosity rather than fear. In 
the Paci�c Northwest, we tend to think 
of Sasquatch rather fondly, as it was  
often a thing we heard of as children, 
and we regard the notion of its exis-

tence somewhat sentimentally.

With the history said, I’ve done contem-
porary research on this and reached out 
to �nd people who have some stories 
and claims about seeing the legendary 
Sasquatch themselves. I found a few 
willing to talk about it. The veracity of 
their claims are, of course, dubious, but 
the folks I interviewed were adamant 
about their experiences being 100% 
true. I obtained their permission to 
publish their statements in this article, 
as they were quite happy to be heard.

From one Burton Jackson:

“I was staying the night at a large cat res-
cue/hippie commune in Southern Oregon 
once. It was dusk, and we had been hang-
ing out around the �re and catching up. 
It got cold all of a sudden, but nothing 
was too alarming about that, as sudden 
chills happen. But then, there was a smell, 
kind of a wet dog odor, and kind of like a 
predator animal, but about three times as 
strong as any of those. 

All of the animals around us started los-
ing their minds: growling and hissing. 
Even the ancient farm dog got up, went to 
the edge of the deck, and started barking 
with an energy I wouldn’t have guessed 
was in him. Several of the people took 
their kids inside, and others lit incense 
and sage bundles. An older Native man 
who lived there looked at me, and said a 

word I didn’t understand, then said Sas-
quatch. The smell passed with some rus-
tling in the �r trees, and then the animals 
calmed down. After that, everyone just 
went back to what they were doing.

This was 32 years ago, and other than the 
names of the people who I only met on 
that occasion, the memory is like it hap-
pened last week.”

From one Gremlyn Sikes:

“When I �rst encountered Sasquatch in 
the Paci�c Northwest, I was around the 
age of seven or eight years old. I was in 
Clatsop County, Oregon, playing in the 
woods as a child. A bunch of us were out 
there, wandering trails and whatnot, 
above the town of Seaside, near Seaside 
Heights Elementary School, and we had 
been walking maybe a bit further than we 
normally would. 

We were out in the woods, far beyond 
what our parents, at the time, called “the 
boundary.” We were down into some 
of the old hiking trails and saw it from 
about 200 yards or more...just brie�y, but 
a couple of times, and we kept following, 
keeping our distance, ‘cause at �rst, we 
thought it might have been a bear. 

It never let us get close enough to get a 
good, solid look at it, only ever from about 
a 200-yard distance. But, it hollered at us 
loudly and threw rocks and sticks until, 
well, you know...we were small children, 
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and we all took o� in fear. 

My second encounter was roughly 7 to 8 years later while I 
was hitchhiking as a teenager. I was traveling through the 
redwoods near Arcata, California, and we had built a camp. 
We were all in our tents sleeping for the night when we heard 
loud, angry, whooping and shouting noises. Our tents were 
pelted with rocks.

The creature made such a disturbance that we packed our-
selves up and then walked the 10 miles back into Arcata—
a long distance from where we had been camping in the 
woods because we felt threatened by its presence. It actually 
followed us much of the way out of the woods, whooping, 
hollering, and throwing things at us, like rocks, sticks, and 
small bushes. Both of these encounters were accompanied 
by a smell that I can only describe as wet, hot, dog fur and 
garbage.”

From one Nate West:

“I swear I seen a Sasquatch turd at Bagby once. I almost mis-
took it for a log and was about to grab it for the camp�re until 
I noticed the toilet paper on it. It was like Gary Coleman's leg!”

Apart from his possible use of TP, if you run into Sas-
quatch, you’ll apparently smell the guy coming before 
you see him, if indeed you do see him.

As a Northwesterner, people not from here occasionally 
talk to me about this, usually in jest. 

“Hey, you ever see Bigfoot? Haha.”

My go-to response is, “Not in a while. Motherfucker bor-
rowed �ve bucks to get some Jo-Jos, and I haven’t seen 
‘em since.”

Typically, the response is, “What the hell are Jo-Jos?”

Much like Sasquatch, if ya know...ya know.
