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You’re in class, maybe 4th grade, maybe high 
school—it doesn’t matter...what matters is 
what you see in front of you. The teacher starts 
wheeling out this large, dusty (even then) pro-
jector. They plug it in and turn it on, and you 
are reminded of detention just yesterday, in this 
class, and also reminded you that you hadn’t 
erased the profanity and drawing to go along 
with it, that you had so tastefully drawn on the 
projector’s screen. Everyone sees “Mr. B. sucks 
ass!” again, complete with a picture. Mr. B was 
not a fan, and once again, you were given de-
tention and forced to clean the projector’s en-
tire three-mile-long �imsy �lm that was used to 
write on.

Folks in school now, and kids who started 
school any time after 2010, will never know 
what this contraption was or what a pain in 
the ass it was to see anything on it, “Is it clear 
now? How about now? Let me change the fo-
cus this way…” Those things were awful and 
sometimes prone to �res or at least overheat-
ing. Now schools use better technology, like 
smart boards. And no �res have been started 
with those (that I’ve heard?). Anyways, this was 
a simple example of a now obsolete piece of 
technology that had been used for so long but 
has, thankfully, found its end of life, or at least is 
used much less frequently. 

There are many others out there, and I thought 
you all might �nd this a fun trip down nostalgia 
lane or learn something about a time before 
yours and the interesting contraptions that 
people used back then.

my end stinks.’” CDs grew into MP3s, which do 
not come with pamphlets of lyrics and force 
you to have to know all the words to the song 
or look it up on the internet.  

Family Phone Book – Did your house have a 
Rolodex or handwritten phone book that 
your mom usually kept up that had all of the 
numbers you could ever need in it? Complete 
with little notes like, “Don’t call after 8 p.m.,” or 
“Bill’s doctor,” “Grandma’s number,” and address, 
which were crossed out and changed so many 
times that you needed to start putting grand-
ma on the last ‘Notes’ page of the book. Ours 

did, and I can only imagine that most houses 
also did, or at least something similar written 
on sticky notes all over the place near the home 
phone. How else were you supposed to remem-
ber anyone’s phone number? That’s actually a 
funny thing, too. You used to remember phone 
numbers. Do you know why? Because the next 
generation did not want the responsibility of 
having to handwrite all of their friends’ phone 
numbers in a book. No one wants to inherit 
that. The family phone book has since been en-
tirely replaced by cell phones. Your grandma’s 
number and address (if you put that in there, 
too) are now neatly typed once into your phone. 
Unless you’re like me, and forget you had them 
in there, so you have �ve grandmas in there...
and the most recently updated one has “(NEW)” 
at the end of their name.

Dial-up Internet – Dial-up is still a thing out 
in the sticks. Why? Because 1% of America is 
completely forgotten about by communication 
technology for some reason. Dial-up internet 
was the absolute worst. You had to unplug the 
home phone, �rst making sure to check and make 
sure no one was using it. You’d get screamed at 
if they were; the same goes for someone online. 
It was a constant back-and-forth tug of war. 
And whoever won access—either to the phone 
or the internet—was considered king or queen 
of the house for the duration they were using 
it. Anyway, you would unplug the phone, plug 
in the internet cord (super technical here), and 
hear your computer make a lot of weird noises 
that made you wonder if something was break-
ing. You could always tell if you were going to 
have a good connection or not based on the 
noises made and the time it took to connect. 
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14 Kbps a second was lightning speed. Yet, you would still have to 
wait 5 minutes for a webpage to load if there was any animation on 
it. That, coupled with “bad connections,” made the internet a slog. A 
damn slog.

The Clapper – Your grandma probably still owns The Clapper device 
in one of her rooms. This nifty invention made it so that turning o� 
a light was as simple as “1, 2, 3, clap-clap”. You had to make sure to 
clap fairly loudly; otherwise, the light would continue shining. Who 
doesn’t want to surprise their housemates by clapping their lights o� 
in the middle of the night? The Clapper has since been replaced with 
smart technology, like smart lights. So, no need to clap your way to a 
sound sleep any longer.

A few notable mentions I did not place on this small list; please queue

Betamax, �oppy disks, portable DVD players, portable TVs, the boom-
box, corded phones, phone booths, CRT TVs, Personal Digital Assis-
tants (PDAs), Walkmans/Discmans/minidisc players, Blockbuster and 
Hollywood Video (be kind-rewind, folks), dumb phones.

This is only a sampling of now obsolete pieces of technology. There 
are so many other useless items from back in the day that now only 
exist in the recesses of your mind when you walk into a school, and 
déjà vu hits. Eraser pen, anyone?

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I mentioned in last month’s article that I 
really enjoy having friendly interactions 
with my customers. The problem is, I’ve 
been noticing that a lot of customers late-
ly are doing their level best to make that 
as di�cult as possible. Some of you might 
be new to strip clubs, and nobody ever 
explained the rules to you. Others have 
been going for years and have just got-
ten way too comfortable with not follow-
ing those rules. Or you think you’re spe-
cial, and the rules just don’t apply to you. 
Whichever case may apply, Exotic maga-
zine has so kindly granted me a city-wide 
platform (and beyond), so this month and 
next (I’ve got too much to squish into a 
single month), I’m gonna use that plat-
form to set all you motherfuckers straight. 
Let’s dig into how you can behave when 
you go to a strip club to avoid �nding 
yourself on a bouncer’s bad side—espe-
cially mine. 

Tipping

If you aren’t planning to do strip club shit, 
don’t go to a fucking strip club. Alcohol 
and video lottery machines are there to 
add to your enjoyment, but if that’s all 
you’re there for, I can recommend plenty 
of great bars that provide those amenities 
without burdening you with the expecta-
tion of tipping strippers. Dancers are hired 
as independent contractors. The clubs 
don’t pay them; the only money they 
make is from stage tips and selling lap 
dances. In fact, when you �gure in stage 
fees and tip-outs, a slow enough night 
can leave a dancer with less money than 

she brought in. Don’t be the asshole who 
expects them to entertain you for free. 
See, there’s a reason you’ve chosen to go 
to a strip club rather than some dive bar. 
You can’t have your cake and eat it too. 
Tip the dancers or go somewhere else. Let 
me assure you, the bouncer isn’t going to 
have your back on this. Our dancers tip us 
out at the end of the night—if they aren’t 
making money, neither are we. You don’t 
have to come in and make it rain, blowing 
entire paychecks at a time in the process 
(although that is always welcome)! A dol-
lar a song for an hour is only $36. Do that 
one thing. Everybody, no matter if you’re 
sitting at the bar, the lottery machines, or 
wherever, do that one thing. Tip a dollar 
or two for every song. You’ll quickly see 
a change in the atmosphere of the club. 
Dancers who were sullen, bored, or per-
haps even resentful of your presence will 
start having a good time, which means 
everyone else will too. I’ve had dancers 
I’ve worked with tell me in no uncertain 
terms that they’d rather chill in an empty 
club than try to entertain a room full of 
non-tipping deadbeats. Are you a dead-
beat? No? Fucking prove it.   

Touching

Depending on the club, there might be 
some allowance for touching in a private 
dance—within certain boundaries. Out 
on the �oor, again depending on the 
club, some touching might be allowed—
if the dancer consents. On the other hand, 
no matter what club you go to, trying to 
shove a �nger, or worse, a dollar bill (fuck-
ing disgusting, dude—do you have any 
idea how dirty money actually is?), or for 
that matter, any object or bodily append-
age into any part of a dancer...that’s sex-
ual assault. I’m “this” close at this point to 
making customers who do this shit leave 
without the o�ending digit. Start casting 
dismembered �ngers or dicks in resin and 

giving them to the dancer who was as-
saulted as a token of some semblance of 
justice. Eye for an eye on this one; I don’t 
give a fuck.

Jealousy

Listen. If you and your significant other 
are at the club together and the sight of a 
stripper �irting with said signi�cant other 
(a.k.a. doing her job at the place where 
she works, which the two of you chose 
to visit) is making you feel some kind of 
way, maybe it’s time to re-evaluate some 
things. Have a chat with that signi�cant 
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other about expectations and boundaries within your re-
lationship. If your person still doesn’t respect those bound-
aries, maybe it’s time to make some changes. Maybe think 
about breaking up, or going to the strip club separately. 
Or…I dunno…I guess bury your head in the sand and ignore 
the toxic-ass relationship you’re in. Whatever you do, start 
internalizing right fucking now that whatever issues you 
have in your relationship have exactly nothing to do with 
the dancer/customer relationship. If your signi�cant other is 
going to cheat on you, it’s not going to happen at the strip 
club. Your relationship problems are purely between you 
and your partner, and it’s your own goddamn fault if you re-
fuse to address those problems. Don’t try to drag everyone 
else into your bullshit drama. We’re doing our jobs. Jealousy 
doesn’t �y at the strip club.

Not Paying For Dances

Every time someone tries to not pay for a dance, it’s always 
the same. A motherfucker gets really drunk, and somehow 
the booze convinces him that services rendered no longer 
require compensation. They channel Jerry Seinfeld’s take 
on receiving the check at the end of the meal. “Then after 
the meal, you know, you got your pants open, you got the 
napkins destroyed, cigarette butt in the mashed potatoes. 
Then the check comes at that moment. People are always 
upset, you know? We’re not hungry now….why are we buy-
ing all this food?’” The lap dance ends, and suddenly the 
dude starts questioning why he should pay for that dance. 
He already enjoyed himself at this point. The fun part is over. 
Quick aside. Dancers. I’m talking to you for a sec. Get. The. 
Fuckin’. Cash. Upfront. Don’t give a customer a dance until 
you’ve collected the money for that dance. They can’t try 
to back out of paying afterward if they have to pay before-
hand. That said, shit happens, and when it does, just know 
I’m 3-for-3 on collecting money owed. Dancers, I promise 
you, and customers, I warn you, I don’t intend to break a 
perfect streak like that.

Conclusion

Okay. If you’re already behaving yourself when it comes 
to the things I’ve just mentioned, I want to say thank you. 
Good customers are the lifeblood of a strip club, and those 
of us who work in the industry appreciate you. If you’re not, 
think about what I’ve said and really consider whether you 
want to wear out your welcome at your favorite club. If you 
haven’t been 86’d yet (yet!), it’s not too late to turn things 
around for yourself. If you have, �nd a new club, take my 
advice, and use that fresh start as an opportunity to do bet-
ter. I’ll be back next month with more tips on how to behave 
yourself—or at least avoid getting banned...

Skydiving makes it onto a lot of people’s 
bucket lists, but how many people can 
say they dropped a fat log while doing so? 
I’m sure some people have crapped their 
drawers in fear, but that’s lame. Wear ass-
less chaps (technically, all chaps are assless, 
but so the phrase goes) and leap from that 
plane, preferably after having consumed 
a large quantity of burritos, for maximum 
impact...once you’re in the freefall, bombs 
away! I would advise you not to do this in 
one of the situations where the instructor 
is strapped to you, as they may not appre-
ciate you unloading your cargo on them.

RIDE A GALÁPAGOS GIANT TORTOISE

Before anyone says this sounds like ani-
mal cruelty, those things can tote around 
a massive amount of weight, and they 
themselves can weigh up to 500 lbs! As-
suming you’re not fresh o� a �lming of 
My 600 Pound Life or something, the tor-
toise wouldn’t even notice your weight.
