I’ve had my fair share of crazy people cross 
my path. I use the term “crazy” very care-
fully. I understand that some behavior can 
be due to unfortunate circumstances that 
are often not in the victim’s control. But 
I’m using the label crazy just as Webster’s 
Dictionary de�nes it: “not mentally sound; 
marked by thought or action that lacks 
reason; insane, demented.”
